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Morgan Fund Announces Grant Opportunities for Nonprofits & 

Exciting Challenge for Community
(ATLANTA) – Nonprofit organizations in Morgan County can now apply for funding through the 2010 Morgan Fund grant cycle. This year The Morgan Fund, a local fund of The Community Foundation for Greater Atlanta, will provide grants up to $5,000 through a competitive process to support the general operations of qualified nonprofit 501(c)(3) organizations as they meet the changing needs of the Morgan County community. 

To boost its fundraising efforts this year, the Morgan Fund has received a Challenge Grant from a Morgan County donor of The Community Foundation for Greater Atlanta. According to the challenge, dollars will be matched on a one-to-one basis up to a maximum of $20,000 after a minimum of $5,000 is raised. Combined with the annual $10,000 match grant from The Community Foundation, this means the Morgan Fund could provide more than $50,000 in grant dollars this year to support the local area; the largest amount awarded to date. 

To realize this goal, the Morgan Fund is accepting contributions from the community. “There are numerous nonprofits in Morgan County doing outstanding work to make our community stronger and address critical issues like youth development, arts and culture, emergency assistance and income security,” says Wilson Carter, Board chair of the Morgan Fund. “We invite the business community as well as local residents to help us support these valuable organizations. Their need for financial support has never been greater.”
