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The Community Foundation Announces $2 Million Invested in Nonprofits:

2010 Numbers Show Another Record Year for Philanthropy    
(ATLANTA) – The Community Foundation is announcing $2 million in grants to strengthen nonprofits in the 23-county region. A group of diverse organizations applied for funding toward the end of 2010 through a variety of grant programs, most of which focus on general operating support. 
· Atlanta AIDS Fund - $420,000 to 11 organizations 

· Common Good Funds - $1 million to 13 organizations 

· Grants to Green - 12 Assessment Awards; $400,000 in Implementation Grants to 11 organizations 

· Morgan Fund - $31,975 to eight organizations 

· Newton Fund - $26,812 to six organizations 

· Neighborhood Fund - $60,500 to 10 organizations (including coaching services)

“We recognize that the best way to improve our communities is by strengthening those nonprofits doing smart, innovative work in our region,” says Alicia Philipp, president of The Community Foundation. “These nonprofits selected for funding represent the most effective, high-impact organizations in metro Atlanta, and our general operating support investments will help them better serve those in need.”

Despite the continued challenges in the economy, The Community Foundation continues to grow philanthropy throughout the region, and in 2010 received its highest amount in gifts of $138 million in its 60-year history. In addition, grants that were invested in nonprofit and community-based organizations throughout the region and beyond represented the third highest amount for the organization totaling $99 million. More than 87 % of the 2010 grants given by The Community Foundation were through donor-advised funds. These charitable giving tools allow individuals to set aside funds for giving and then recommend dollars to be given to nonprofits over time.
“It’s clear that philanthropy is alive and well in our Atlanta region, and we’re grateful to the individual and family philanthropists who work with us to get better connected to the issues and organizations making a difference,” says Philipp.   

The Community Foundation has also been able to recoup much of the assets lost over the past three years during the economic downtown through its focus on long-term investments in a diverse array of funds. The organization’s pooled assets realized +41.6% investment returns in the two last years resulting in a new high water mark and return of previous losses and bringing the Foundation’s total assets to $700 million. 
This year marks the second year The Community Foundation has focused on general operating support as a priority for investing in nonprofits. These unrestricted dollars allow a nonprofit to choose where it makes the most sense to spend the money based on the organization’s needs. Previous nonprofits receiving this type of support have seen success:

Visiting Nurse Association – designed and implemented a new “Physician House Call” program with grant funds. Medically fragile seniors receive comprehensive home-based clinical services delivered by a physician or a nurse practitioner. 
Latin American Association – used grant funds to overhaul its Board structure and skill set as well as update its strategic plan to include performance benchmarks for key areas of program, operations and finance. 

Advocates for Children, Bartow – used the grant money to restructure staff positions and change the focus of its development department from special events to major gift solicitation. In addition, Advocates was able to replenish their operating reserves, “thanks in part to The Community Foundation’s grant.”

Moving in the Spirit – grant funds helped meet the need for a rise in requests for tuition scholarships and ameliorate a portion of lost revenues.
