It’s great to see and hear about the good work these organizations are doing to improve quality of life in the local community.” 

“We are grateful to have partnered with the local Rotary Club through the years,” says Cathy Ratti, advisory board chair of the Clayton Fund. “Many of the advisory board members are also Rotarians with the Club, so we know firsthand the commitment Rotary makes to the local area.”  
Since 2003, the Clayton Local Fund has given more than $140,000 to Clayton County nonprofits responding to the changing needs of the community. Additionally, since 2001, The Community Foundation for Greater Atlanta has awarded 164 grants totaling $790,005 to organizations in Clayton County through.
