Since 2001, the Fayette Fund has granted more than $199,000 to Fayette County nonprofits responding to the changing needs of the community. Additionally, since 2001, The Community Foundation for Greater Atlanta has awarded 428 grants totaling $2,368,052 to organizations in Fayette County.
